THE ROLE OF TESTING IN QUALITY ASSESSMENT
TRAINING OF MEDICAL STUDENTS

Control is a crucial part of learning; when used properly, it can contribute
to the achievement of the ultimate learning objectives. The importance of making
decisions about how and when to assess the knowledge and skills of your
students cannot be overemphasized. The initial purpose of testing is to discuss
what you consider most important.

Tests are a powerful stimulating factor, and students will be taught exactly
what they think will be evaluated. The control also helps to fill gaps in learning,
encouraging students to extensive independent reading and active participation in
the learning process. This test result is especially important when studying
clinical disciplines, when the learning process of students is different, which is
associated with a different range of diseases in patients and features of individual
clinical bases. Also, this result may be important in the study of some basic
sciences (for example, in problem-oriented learning), when the educational
experience of students differs. Since tests have a strong influence on the learning
process of students, it is necessary to develop such tests that will contribute to the
achievement of learning objectives. The introduction of practical skills control
forces students to move from the library to the clinic, where they seek to acquire
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the skills of a medical examination; on the other hand, the introduction of tests,
evaluating only the memorization of isolated facts, causes students to «cram»
textbooks.

The purpose of any control is the ability to draw conclusions regarding the
skills of the examinee - conclusions that can be extended from specific problems
(or cases, or test questions) included in the exam, to a wider area from which
cases (or questions) were selected. Clearly, control takes time. It is also clear that
if you spend more time on one type of activity, you will have less time on the
rest. Regardless of whether you develop a comprehensive assessment plan, or
decide what to include in a particular test, you will still encounter the problem of
material selection. The results obtained in the sample (selected test items) are the
basis for assessing achievements in a wider area, which is the ultimate goal.

Test objectives:

- tell students what material is important;

- Create students' motivation to learn;

- find gaps in knowledge that require correction or additional study;

- determine the final grade or decide on the transfer to the next course;

- find the weaknesses of the curriculum / training course.

A good test question must satisfy two basic criteria. Firstly, the test
question must be important in content and this is a fundamental condition. Of
course, the content of the test items is very important, but to concentrate only on
it is not enough. Test tasks designed to evaluate critical knowledge will not fulfill
their purpose until they have a good structure. It is necessary to avoid mistakes
from which experienced students benefit from testing, as well as to avoid
excessive complexity. These are prerequisites for test results to produce results.

Thus, test items are a very effective method of controlling students'
knowledge and therefore are recommended for widespread introduction into the
educational process.
